Danijel Pavlović is a musician, singer and composer. He finished elementary music school, piano section, and he's played violin for a couple of years. As a soloist, he has won numerous awards. He debuted at the eleventh Music Festival of Pop Music in Budva in 2004 as a composer, songwriter and vocalist. He graduated at the Piano Department/Class of Professor Aleksandar Serdar. He published his first album "Stari zagrljaj" (The Old Hug) in 2011, best remembered for the songs "Nek se reči dogode", "Da me više ne voliš" and "Tahikardija". At the Sunčane Skale Festival in Herceg Novi, he won the Silver Siren, scoring second with the composition "Tri dana" (Three Days) he wrote and performed. He is currently preparing for the upcoming public contest for the selection of the entry that will represent Serbia at the Eurovision Song Contest 2018 in Lisbon, where he will perform the song "Ruža sudbine " (Rose of Fate).
Marina Tucaković, author of the song "Ruža sudbine" (Rose of Fate)
Marina is the most prominent Serbian songwriter. She graduated from the University of Belgrade Faculty of Economics. At the age of nineteen she began writing lyrics mostly for pop song (later also turbo-folk). She wrote some of the most popular songs on our music scene.
Her first notable collaboration was with the band "Zana". She wrote their famous song "Dodirni mi kolena" (Touch my Knees), that has since had many remakes. Marina is currently collaborating with a number of musicians who are performing for the Serbian speaking audience. She wrote the lyrics for the songs performed by Ceca Ražnatović, Dragana Mirković, Jelena Karleuša, Lepa Brena, Zdravko Čolić, Zana, Toše Proeski, Džej, Željko Samardžić, Aca Lukas, Saša Matić, Miligram, Željko Joksimovic, Ana Nikolić, Severina, Neda Ukraden, Nataša Bekvalac, Oliver Mandić, Sladjana Milošević, Haris Džinović, Tanja Savić...
It was she who came up with the concept for the first Beovizija Festival held on April 12th, 13th and 14th, 2003. Marina has actually written lyrics for a number of songs that have presented Serbia at the Eurovision Song Contest. She wrote the lyrics for the song "Nije ljubav stvar" (Love is Not a Thing), performed by Željko Joksimović at the ESC 2012; "Ljubav je svuda" (Love Is Everywhere) for "Moje 3" in 2013; and all three songs for the local preselection for ESC 2010 in Oslo named "Three, then One" - "Ovo je Balkan" for Milan Stanković, "Ti kvari igro" for Emina Jahović and "Predsedniče, halo" for Oliver Katić.
