According to many, owing to his amazing ability to fuse Roma music and contemporary genres (jazz, soul), Ivan is the true heir to this music legend. Many of us were convinced of it after his performance with the band Very Naiss on the closing night of the famous festival Nišvil 2017. Spontaneous, humble and persistent, Ivan Kurtić channels his extraordinary energy through his unique interpretations and improvisations, providing us with a music experience that leaves us gasping for air. He will compete at this year's Beovision Song Contest with his song „Neither Sun, Nor Moon”.
