Marija is a Serbian pop singer of voluptuous voice. She built her career in festivals, where she won 26 first prizes. The song she is recognised for is "Go Away" which made her popular. Maja published six albums. Her hits include "Everyone cheated on me", "Take me", "If you believe", "My dear", "Go Away", "You left everything". She participated in numerous festivals where she won prizes.
Maja Nikolić lived in Los Angeles, Westwood, Beverly Hills, San Diego. She finished the "Stella Adler" Jazz Singing Academy in Los Angeles. That's when Mirjana van Blaricom, a festival producer, noticed her and invited her to perform at the 2003 Golden Satellite Awards, where she sang the song "Something to Talk About" from the film "About a Boy" which received a prestigious Golden Satellite for the Best Original Song.
A special moment for Maja was her participation in the Slavianski Bazaar. Of course, she was also awarded at Bazaars in Odessa (Ukraine) and Saratov (Russia). She sang the songs "You Are Not Mine Anymore" and "Đelem, đelem" in the arrangement of Vladimir Graić and Željko Joksimović and won the first prize. As the winner of the festival, she sang on the Red Square in Moscow and received the award from Alla Pugacheva and Philipp Kirkorov, greatest Russian stars.

Vladimir was born on 19 February 1968 in Belgrade. He finished "Sveti Sava" primary school, "Mokranjac" primary music school – department of piano, 14th Belgrade Grammar School and graduated from the Faculty of Electrical Engineering in Belgrade, Department of Power Systems.
He was part of the entertainment editorial staff in RTS from 1996 until 2000, followed by the position of a music editor in RTS Records from 2000 until 2002. He was appointed RTS Records Editor-in-Chief in 2002 and remained in that position until 2008.
Since 1985, he has been creating his original work. He is the author of a large number of songs and hits and winner of numerous music festivals in our country and abroad.
His greatest success was most certainly the composition for the song "Prayer", which won the Eurovision Song Contest 2007. He was a member of the Association of Jazz, Pop and Rock Musician and SOKOJ. He is currently a member of the Composers' Association of Serbia.
