You are not here – Rambo Amadeus and Betty Đorđević

Antonije Pušić, better known under the pseudonym Rambo Amadeus, singer and songwriter, popular throughout the former Yugoslavia.
He graduated from the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics in Belgrade, Department of Tourism.
He is a multiple vice champion of Yugoslavia in sailing. His songs combine satirical lyrics on the nature of the common man and absurdity of local politics. He also uses a mix of musical styles (evolving to drum'n'bass sound in his later works, but adding many elements of turbo-folk in his earlier works) and jokes at his own expense (for example. one of his numerous pseudonyms is "Rambo Amadeus the World Mega Emperor", while at the beginning of his career he presented himself as "Nagib Fazlić Nagon”, a miner who made an album"). At concerts he never literally reproduces studio versions of songs, but improvises, abundantly using humour in order to explore human stupidity.
He is known as the creator of the name "turbo-folk", which is his own contribution to the national pop culture. Rambo Amadeus used this name to describe the sound of his first record (1988. ), and the name was then taken over by the stars of modern folk music, gaining a completely new meaning in the early nineties. 
BETTY ĐORĐEVIĆ
Betty Đorđević is a name that is among today's generations, known only to a narrow circle of music lovers of sophisticated taste. The younger generation does not even know what she looks like, but they have heard of her song "Let's start the love from the beginning". She started her career in the 1960s by pure chance: her husband, Slobodan Đorđević, was a musician, she liked music, and it just happened so that they record an album together. Then everyone started looking for Betty Đorđević. Her career went on an ascending line. A special recognition for her was praise of her voice from the legend of jazz, Ela Fitzgerald. Unfortunately, after fifteen years, her marriage fell apart, and seventeen years later Betty's ex-husband died. At that time her career had already ended. Not wanting to flirt with dubious musical genres that deviated more and more from her musical taste, Betty simply withdrew into her world. She performed occasionally in small places for the selected audience, and devoted most of her time, love, and attention to her son. However, in the late nineties, the audience once again recalled the evergreens of Betty Đorđević. On various mixes, remixes and compilations, various producers and musicians used the unforgettable sounds of her songs. It represented a sudden return to the scene for her. All fans of true and quality sound can listen to her songs on the Internet, but also on her live performances.
