for the selection of European independent productions program content to be broadcast on Radio Television of Serbia channels and Internet platforms 
1.  OBJECTIVES OF THE PUBLIC BID  
As an institution with a special role in social, cultural and political life of Serbia, RTS will, complying with the highest ethical standards and program quality standards, select program contents produced by European independent productions, aiming to promote national and cultural values of Serbian people and national minorities living in the Republic of Serbia, values of a democratic society, media culture and literacy, respect for differences and tolerance, creativity and innovation, as well as other standards and values prescribed by the law, all with the objective of realizing public interest of the Public Service Media and reaffirming public trust in RTS.
2. ENTITLEMENT TO BID
Independent producers of audio and audio-visual works (television and radio program content) are entitled to participate pursuant to Article 4, Paragraph 1, Item 25 of the Law on Electronic Media ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" no. 83/2014 and no. 6/2016).
Independent producers with whom RTS has already concluded contracts that regulate mutual rights and obligations of both parties and based on which program contents are already broadcast by RTS and whose validity expires in the course of 2021, and who comply with the terms defined in the previous paragraph are also entitled to bid.

At the time of submitting the bid in response to the Invitation to Bid, independent producers who had already established business relation with RTS in the previous period must have all their obligations towards RTS cleared, the producers mustn't be involved in court proceedings involving RTS and they must not be in the process of pre-bankruptcy or bankruptcy proceedings or liquidation proceedings.
3.  DEADLINE
The bid is constantly open, which means that bids can be submitted from the day the bid was issued.
4.  SUBJECT MATTER OF THE BID categorized by different program contents:
The bid relates to news and current affairs, schooling, cultural, artistic, scientific, educational, documentary, religious, children's, entertainment and sports program contents, program contents focusing on national minorities, ethnic groups, contents in native languages of national minorities, and other program contents promoting public interest in the domain of public information pursuant to Article 7 of the Law on Public Service Media and Article 15 of the Law on Public Informing and Media ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" no. 83/2014, 58/2015 and 12/2016 - authentic interpretation) produced by independent producers defined by Item 2 of this bid.   
5.  HOW TO APPLY
Independent producers apply by submitting their applications in Serbian language. The application should include:
· Independent producer's identification details (name, head office address, register number from the Business Register, details of their representative and else) and the details of program contents (title of the program contents, indication of the genre and else) –  independent producer enters these details into Form no. 1;

· Elaborate synopsis or a complete script of program content.

In case independent producer is applying with a feature/documentary film he needs to submit

the script. For series of episodes focusing on scientific, educational, documentary, news

and current affairs, entertainment, cultural or schooling contents producer needs to submit

the pilot episode and/or a script for the first episode and synopses for the remaining episodes;            

· Price projection, i.e. the projection of budget claim.

The application must also include: 

· Program content on the adequate carrier in a DVD format or on the hard disk (completed films, programs, pilot programs or other types of program content); 
· Statement of the applicant's legal representative, for program contents that haven't been produced yet, that the financial structure from the draft budget is closed for the program content - Form no. 2;
· Statement of applicant's legal representative that independent producer has been registered with the competent authority and that he complies with the requirements pursuant to Article 4, paragraph 1, item 25 of the Law on Electronic Media, and that no bankruptcy proceedings or liquidation procedure against the independent producer has been initiated or registered - Form no. 3; 
· Statement of applicant's legal representative that independent producer has provided and regulated all copyright and related rights as well as the rights of third parties and has compensated all obligations towards copyright and related rights holders and to all third parties in connection with the production and exploitation of program content with which they are applying - Form no. 4. 

The aforementioned Forms (Forms no. 1, 2, 3 and 4) that are an integral part of the application as well as accompanying materials, all in Serbian language, the bidders shall submit in closed envelopes to the address: Radio-televizija Srbije, Beograd, Takovska 10, Pisarnica RTS, with a note: KONKURS ZA EVROPSKE NEZAVISNE PRODUKCIJE – NE OTVARATI. (INVITATION TO BID FOR INDEPENDENT EUROPEAN PRODUCTIONS - DO NOT OPEN.)  

On the back of the envelope the bidders should indicate: the name of the independent producer, first and last name of the person in charge - contact person, address-head office, telephone and fax numbers and E-mail address.
NOTE: The bidders shall download Forms no. 1; 2; 3 and 4. from RTS homepage
 https://www.rts.rs/page/rts/ci/javniservis/story/621/konkursi/4653431/konkursi-2022..html
The aforementioned Forms (Forms no. 1, 2, 3 and 4) should be filled in on a computer, then printed, signed, certified with a seal and delivered together with other materials according to the above instructions.

Radio Television of Serbia reserves the right, prior to making a decision on the choice of program contents, i.e. during the negotiations before the conclusion of the contract, to request from the independent producer, that is, the applicant, to provide originals or certified copies of all or some of the evidence corroborating their statements on complying with bid conditions contained in Forms 1, 2, 3 and 4 of the application for the public bid for the selection of program contents of independent productions to be broadcast on Radio Television of Serbia channels and Internet platforms. 

If, within the prescribed deadline, which cannot be shorter than 5 (five) days counting from the receipt of RTS written order, applicant fails to submit evidence corroborating his Statement on complying with bid conditions, Radio Television of Serbia will reject his application as inadequate i.e. incomplete.

Inadequate (incomplete or inconclusive) applications will not be taken into consideration.
6. FUNDS TO BE ALLOCATED
The amount of funds that are to be allocated for acquiring exploitation rights for the independently produced program contents is determined by the yearly Financial Plan in accordance with the rules prescribed by RTS Rulebook on Financial Operations of February 11, 2015. 
7.  DECISION ON SELECTING PROGRAM CONTENTS
The decision on selecting the program contents produced by European independent productions will be made by RTS Director General. Director General will reach the decision on selecting program contents taking into account RTS programming/editing policy, the total amount of funds to be allocated for this purpose as specified in the Financial Plan, the need of RTS for certain program contents that secure public interest in the domain of public informing taking into account legal obligations of RTS as a public service media, as well as other criteria, and based on the elaborate proposal and previously obtained opinion of departmental editors-in-chief regarding the programming interest for choosing program contents, all in accordance with RTS Rulebook on Criteria and Manner of selecting program contents produced by  European independent productions, which is available on RTS web page www.rts.rs
